The cumulative score ranged from 0 to 4. Based on total scores, attitudes were graded as follows:
· Positive Attitude: Score of 3–4
· Negative Attitude: Score of 0–2

Reliability of Scales:
· Internal consistency of the questionnaire items was assessed using Cronbach’s alpha.
The awareness scale, consisting of 7 items, demonstrated a Cronbach’s alpha of 0.817, indicating good internal consistency. Similarly, the attitude scale, which included 4 items, had a Cronbach’s alpha of 0.816, also reflecting good reliability. These values suggest that the items within each scale are adequately correlated and measure the intended constructs reliably.








Educational Content on Myths and Realities of UCB Banking: 
Participants received standardized verbal education on common misconceptions, covering:
· Myth 1: UCB collection harms the mother or baby.
Reality: UCB collection is safe, painless, and performed after delivery and cord clamping, posing no risk.
· Myth 2: UCB can only be used by the same child.
Reality: It can be used for the child, siblings, or HLA-matched recipients for hematologic and genetic conditions.
· Myth 3: UCB banking is only useful in developed countries.
Reality: UCB transplants are successfully performed in India, and both public and private banks are active.
· Myth 4: Private UCB banking guarantees biological insurance.
Reality: Self-use likelihood is low; public banking offers broader community benefit.
